7. Proposed Meeting Schedule for 2010 

A motion by Director Carmona, seconded by Director Schwarz, to approve the 
proposed meeting schedule for 2010, passed unanimously. 

 

8. 2009 Financial Audit  

The 2009 Financial Audit was conducted by Maze & Associates. Ms. Amy 
Meyer was present to discuss the results of the audit.  She said that, as of June 
30, 2009, assets totaled $94.2 million.  This was an increase of $837,000 from 
the prior year.  Liabilities totaled $46.9 million.  This was a decrease of $5.7 
million from the prior year.  A redistribution of funds, in the amount of $4.9 
million, had been made to the members.  This was a decrease of $384,000 from 
the prior year.  CJPRMA had net assets of $47.3 million.  This was an increase 
of $6.6 million from the prior year. 

Ms. Meyer issued a report containing no recommendations. In addition, 
deficiencies noted in the prior year’s audit had been corrected.  

A motion by Director Davis, seconded by Director Hamilton, to approve the 
2009 Financial Audit, passed unanimously. 

 
9. Report from Investment Manager  

Marty Cassell, of Chandler Asset Management, was present to discuss the 
CJPRMA investment portfolio and investment strategy. The Funds are secured 
in a trust account managed by the Bank of New York. 

The investment program is divided into two parts, the Loss Payment Account 
and the Long Term Growth Account.  The Loss Payment Account is utilized to 
provide funds for operating expenses and the payment of losses. The duration of 
its investments is from one to five years.  As of September 30, 2009 the Loss 
Payment Account was valued at $4,947,707. This was a decrease of $3,908,347 
from its valuation of $8,856,054 on March 31, 2009. Half of the reduction was 
related to the closing of escrow on CJPRMA’s new building. The balance was 
related to claims settlements. 
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The Long Term Growth Account is utilized to provide long term asset growth in 
order to offset inflation.  The duration of its investments is from five to ten 
years.  As of September 30, 2009, the Long Term Growth Account was valued 
at $86,194,895.   

This was an increase of $813,141 from its valuation of $85,381,754 on March 
31, 2009. 

Mr. Cassell also commented on specific economic factors that have an impact 
on the rates of return. 

   
10. Annual Approval of Investment Policy  

Per Section XIV of the CJPRMA Investment Policy states that “The statement 
of investment policy shall be reviewed and adopted annually by the Board of 
Directors at a public meeting.” There were no recommendations to change the 
policy. 

A motion was made by Director Hamilton, seconded by Director Kain, to 
approve the CJPRMA Investment Policy, passed unanimously. 

11. CAJPA Accreditation 
 

The General Manager explained that The California Association of Joint Powers 
Authorities (CAJPA) had been providing an accreditation program for its 
members since the early 1990’s.  The process requires an extensive review of an 
applicant’s policies, procedures and financial condition.  
   
He said that CJPRMA had participated in that program since 1992.  It has 
received and maintained the highest level of accreditation (“with excellence”) 
every year since. 
 
He said that CJPRMA had just completed its accreditation review and that the 
most recent award from CAJPA was valid through 2011.  Once again, CJPRMA 
has been awarded accreditation “with excellence.” 

 
12.  LAIF Resolution 

  
The General Manager said that he was recommending the approval of 
Resolution #2009-1, which would update the authority of specific officers to 
deposit and withdraw funds from the Local Agency Investment Fund (LAIF). 
 
He said that the original resolution (86-4), which was passed in 1986, only 
authorized the President and/or Treasurer to make deposits and withdrawals. 
 
He also said that since 1992, the General Manager/Secretary had conducted all 
financial transactions with LAIF, without any objection. 
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He said that someone at LAIF had apparently noticed the old resolution and had 
recommended filing an updated one. 
 
The General Manager said that Resolution #2009-1 would authorize the 
President, Treasurer, and General Manager/Secretary to make deposits and 
withdrawals from LAIF.  
 
 
A motion by Director Maurer, seconded by Director Carroll, to approve 
Resolution #2009-1, passed unanimously.  

 
 

13.   Notice of Withdrawal from Property Program from City of Santa Rosa 
 

The General Manager informed the Board that the City of Santa Rosa had 
provided notice of its intent to withdraw from the property program, effective 
July 1, 2010. He also explained that the City’s portion of the fixed fee for excess 
coverage ($21,425) would have to be absorbed by the other participants in the 
program.  
 
 

14.   Proposed Amendment to Special Events Endorsement 
 
The General Manager explained that, at the June 18, 2009 meeting, the Board 
had approved the addition of Special Events Coverage for the 2009-2010 
program year.  An endorsement (#4) was added to the Memorandum of 
Coverage defining the conditions under which coverage would apply and 
specifically listing events which fell into the “covered” and “not covered” 
categories. 
 
After an extensive discussion, it was decided that the Coverage Committee 
should review this issue further and report back at the December Board meeting.     
 
A motion by Director Carroll, seconded by Director Maurer, to leave the Special 
Events Coverage Endorsement as is and to have the Coverage Committee 
review it and report back at the December Board meeting, passed unanimously. 
 
 

15. Risk Management Issues 
 
The Risk Manager provided a flyer on H1N1 to the Board.  
 
The Risk Manager also told the Board that CJPRMA had completed its 
registration for MSA. 
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The General Manager informed the Board that some of the members had 
requested a one time adjustment to the Expense Reimbursement Policy for the 
2010 PARMA conference.  
 
A motion by, Director Coulter, seconded by Director Carmona, to allow members 
to authorize up to three people to attend the 2010 PARMA Conference with only 
one reimbursement for mileage and no additional reimbursement for meals or 
lodging, passed unanimously.  
 
Director Williams said that she would like CJPRMA staff to develop minimum 
funding standards for member reserves.  
 
President Henderson appointed Committee Chairs and Vice Chairs.  Director 
Tonks was appointed as the Chair of the Coverage and Claims Committee with 
Director Henry as the Vice Chair.  Director Carmona was appointed as the Chair 
of the Risk Management Committee with Director Maurer as the Vice Chair.  
Director Williams was appointed as the Chair of the Education and Training 
Committee with Director Hamilton as the Vice Chair.  President Henderson asked 
that the Board let him know which committee they would like to serve on, via 
email, by October 29, 2009.

Re: New TASER targeting policy     

 
 
This matter was discussed at the November 12, 2009 Executive Committee meeting and should 
probably be put on the agenda for the December 10, 2009 Board meeting as well, as an 
information item.   
 
On October 12, 2009, TASER International issued a Training Bulletin (number 15.0, version 2.0) 
that “lowered the recommended point of aim from center of mass to lower-center for front 
shots.”  This included a diagram showing that the face, chest and rib cage areas (in the front) are 
outside the “Preferred Target Areas.”  The bulletin advised “[w]hen possible, avoiding chest 
shots with ECDs avoids the controversy about whether ECDs do or do not affect the human 
heart.”   
 
The bulletin claims that ventricular fibrillation caused by Electronic Control Devices on “the 
normal adult heart is unlikely” and that “induction of delayed cardiac arrest by this mechanism is 
extremely unlikely.”  Further, even those researchers who believe that a cause and effect 
relationship can exist in some cases also conclude that “a close distance between the ECD dart 
and the heart is the primary factor in determining whether the ECD will affect the heart.”  So, in 
order to “reduce the risk of such an event” and “increas[e] safety margins” the targeting 
recommendation was changed.   
 
The bulletin was issued with a 12 page “Medical Research Update” and a 6 page “Important 
ECD Product Safety and Health Information” guide.  The Medical Research Update addresses 
the cardiac issue at pages 7 and 8.  The Conclusion on page 8 acknowledges that researchers 
have been able to demonstrate, in some cases, ventricular fibrillation in small swine, associated 
with ECD applications, but also have concluded that “close distance between the ECD dart and 
the heart is the primary factor in determining whether an ECD will affect the heart.”  The ECD 
Product Safety attachment has other warnings, for example to avoid repeated, continuous, or 
simultaneous exposures through “reasonable efforts,” and avoiding use on “higher risk 
populations” such as the pregnant, infirm, elderly, small children, and low body mass index 
persons.  It also warns officers to “follow your agency’s Guidance” re physiologically or 
metabolically compromised persons.”   
 
The October 12 bulletin caused a large number of inquiries from police agencies and was picked 
up by the press.

On October 15, 2009 TASER International released a bulletin in response entitled “Subject: 
TASER Training Bulletin 15.0 Regarding Medical Research Update and Revised Warnings.”  It 
claimed the October 12 Training Bulletin “should not be viewed as a significant change in how 
our products should be used.  The recommendations should be viewed as best practices that 
mitigate risk management issues resulting in more effective deployments while maximizing 
safety considerations such as avoiding face, neck, and chest/breast shots.”  This letter claims that 
the change “has less to do with safety and more to do with effective risk management for law 
enforcement agencies.”  It claims that the risk of ventricular fibrillation “is extremely rare and 
would be rounded to near zero,” but in the event of cardiac arrest, “law enforcement is left 
defending a lawsuit and disproving a negative, which is difficult to do.”  So, by “simply lowering 
the preferred target zone by a few inches to lower center mass,” the risk of such claims is 
avoided, as well as avoiding striking the head, face, neck and female breast, while still 
effectively incapacitating the subject.  (The letter recites “independent field results indicate a risk 
factor of 0.25% for serious injury from use of a TASER brand ECD – while the risk of affecting 
the heart is much lower.”  In this respect the letter raises more questions than it answers, such as 
what are the defined “serious injuries” that could affect 0.25% [1 in 400] subjects, and what 
exactly is the extent in frequency and outcomes of “risk of affecting the heart.”  Some of this was 
answered in another update, discussed below.)         
 
The October 15, 2009 letter tries to make clear that the recommendation only applies to 
intentional targeting of the TASER.  It is qualified by “when possible,” recognizing that the 
situation may be dynamic and there may not be time to aim rather than just “point and shoot,” 
and is further qualified by the term “unless legally justified,” recognizing that “sometimes it is 
legally justified to aim for areas outside the preferred target zone, for example, if an officer is 
being attacked by a suspect wielding an edged weapon and the only shot is to the face or chest 
area.”  (One suspects that TASER International may come to regret providing this extreme 
example as the one chosen to demonstrate when a chest shot is justified; it seems to imply only 
deadly force situations would justify such targeting, which is probably not the intent of the 
letter’s author.)  Nevertheless, the letter concludes that “when the situation allows for sufficient 
time to aim the ECD and from a best practice standpoint, it is recommended to try, when 
possible, to aim for the preferred target areas shown in the new training bulletin for all the 
reasons stated above.”   
 
On November 6, 2009, TASER issued a “Training Bulletin Synopsis: Bulletin 15.0” which is a 
one-page discussion of the issue meant to be distributed to all field personnel.   
 
At some point, TASER issued a “Conference Call Summary” that has additional information.  
Some of it repeats information in the October 15, 2009 bulletin but this document finally 
provides an order of magnitude of the issue, indicating one medical journal article estimates to a 
97.5% confidence level that “the risk of an immediate fatal event due to conducted electrical 
weapon use is not greater than 0.09%” (i.e., less than 1 in 10,000) and had not occurred at all in 
thousands of cases reviewed in several studies, while one prominent plaintiff’s expert estimated 
the probability of ventricular fibrillation from a TASER strike to be 1 in 163,934.  (The 
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Conference Call Summary includes a chart entitled “Risk of Suspect Injury by Force Type” 
which again serves to confuse – it cites a 78% chance of injury by a thrown punch and 0.3% 
from use of a TASER, but does not differentiate between types of injury.)   
 
At some point, TASER put on its web site a document entitled “TASER International’s Preferred 
Target Zones” which is a memo from Rick Guilbault, author of the October 15, 2009 memo.  He 
indicates that training has always been to avoid “head shots”; shots to the chest are frequently 
ineffective anyway because of lack of major muscle groups; avoiding the chest avoids the 
controversy about whether ECDs can cause a cardiac event, or having to prove a negative; many 
trainers have told him they were already teaching “avoid the chest when practical” and are 
simply adding this to their written policies.  He repeats that TASER has been training for years to 
“split the belt line when possible.”  He denies that TASER is issuing the bulletins simply to 
protect its own products liability exposure (though it might be considered negligent not to warn 
in the face of disputed claims), or throwing its police clients “under the bus.”  “Instead, we 
carefully crafted a message to lower your litigation risk without exposing you to any more 
liability than you currently face.”   
 
At some point, TASER posted on its web site an article by attorney Jack Ryan entitled “TASER: 
The Target Zone, Policy & Training.”  This contains a good legal analysis of the issues.  Note 
especially starting at page 9, the summary of the much-publicized Heston v. City of Salinas case.  
At pages 14-15, it discusses the difficulty of sorting out proximate causes; one study showed 
700,000 applications in training situations with no cases of collapses, cardiac arrests or fatalities.  
However, this should be viewed with caution as it did not involve suspects on drugs or consider 
other potential risk variables might include “location of the probes (i.e., across the heart), the 
timing of the discharge (i.e., during the T-wave), the proximity of the tip of the probe to the heart 
wall, and the duration of the discharge.”   
 
Ryan describes the new bulletin as a response to products liability exposure to TASER.  “As a 
result of the combination of the Heston case and studies related to issues raised in the studies, 
TASER International is left in the position of warning law enforcement about these injuries or 
face dramatic products liability exposure.”

Recommendations for CJPRMA Members 
 

• The decision whether to use TASER devices is a policy matter for member Cities.  It 
does not affect coverage under the Memorandum of Coverage.  Police excessive force 
claims are covered.  The MOC excludes indemnity coverage for willful or malicious acts, 
applicable to the actor only, not the employing city, but this issue would not even arise in 
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a typical arrest scenario.  It would not apply to use of a TASER in self-defense or to 
effect an arrest.       

• There is a risk of Monell (civil rights/custom or policy) liability to cities if their policies 
do not conform to manufacturer’s recommendations and an injury results.  For this reason 
it is crucial that all members review their use of force policies to make sure they indicate 
the recommended lower point of aim, as indicated in the Training Bulletin.   

• Another risk under Monell is deliberate indifference/failure to train – for this reason it is 
also crucial that all members make sure that officers who are authorized to use TASER 
devices have been updated on the new one-page training handout.   

• The Ryan article indicates that no case has decided whether TASER application amounts 
to “deadly force” which triggers a different jury instruction in civil rights cases than the 
standard “reasonable force” instruction.  Ryan opines, and I agree, that it seems unlikely 
that use of a TASER would be deemed deadly force, because the risk involved is so 
statistically remote.     

• To some extent, the Training Bulletin unavoidably adds a new consideration in using the 
TASER.  Experience shows that some suspects will be struck in the head or chest, even if 
not intentionally.  The new Training Bulletins simply add another piece of evidence that a 
civil plaintiff’s expert or attorney will no doubt seek to rely upon, both on the question of 
reasonableness in the use of force and on the question of adequacy of training.  But if 
officers follow their training, and the Training Bulletin lessens the frequency of injuries, 
the ultimate risk to members is minimized.            
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
